A Quick How it Works

The Board

The Board of BMX Victoria administers BMX in Victoria.  The Board consists of four executive members (President, Vice-President, Treasurer & Secretary), 4 Ordinary members and a member from each Region (Eastern, Northern & Western) Each position is for a 2-year term with half the Board standing for election each year.  Elections are held at the Annual General Meeting, which is in May each year.  The Board meets with the Club delegates twice a year at Council meetings.  These are usually held in May and October.  The Board meets the second Monday of each month.  Observers are most welcome.

Council Meetings

Ultimately the member clubs at Council meetings held throughout the year run BMX Victoria. Each club is entitled to appoint up to six delegates to attend the Council meetings in May and October. Each club has one or two votes depending on the size of its membership. One or two of a club’s delegates are entitled to vote on behalf of their membership.  At these meetings the Board will present to the clubs any issues it is working on and the clubs have the ability to table issues to be discussed.  At the Council meeting the future racing calendars are presented for discussion and for voting on by club delegates.

There are currently 2 new affiliated clubs to BMX Victoria in Mansfield and Sebastapol; these clubs currently are building tracks.

Each club is entitled to one sanctioned race meeting per year.  No other clubs in Victoria can run an open race meeting on this weekend.  A club running an open sanctioned meeting can have racing and practice from Friday right through to Sunday on this weekend if they so desire. Open meetings are ranked by categories; refer to your ARA rulebook for these. These open meetings are approved by the State Council and sanctioned by BMXV.

The Event Management Group

This sub committee is responsible for the running of all State run events as well as other issues to do with the conduct of BMX in Victoria.  Their biggest responsibility is to run the Victorian Open BMX Championships each year and the Interclub challenge.  This committee is normally chaired by the President of BMX Victoria and is attended by several members of the BMXV board together with the following compulsory attendees:

· Two members from last year’s State Championships host club

· Two members from this year’s State Championships host club

· Two members from next year’s State Championships host club

In addition all members clubs are encouraged to have representatives attend EMG meetings. 

The EMG is also responsible for the collation of future race calendars.  In the second half of the year clubs are invited to submit requests for open meeting dates for the following year. The EMG then presents a proposed calendar to the Board for review prior to presenting it to the clubs at the next council meeting. The clubs attending the October council meeting have the final responsibility for approving the calendar.

Hosting State Titles and Interclub

Open Meetings

Clubs have the responsibility to run their own Open meeting.  They are subject to all costs that are incurred for these meetings. BMX Victoria charges clubs a rider levy of $5 per rider for Open Meetings.
