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Final Instruction for Victorian Country Cup 2010

Please read carefully

Registration and Transponder Fitting

Please see attached map for details on where Registration is taking place and transponder fitment.  Because this is a transponder event we do recommend you register as early as possible.  Registration times are 1.00pm – 6.00pm Friday and 8.00am to 10.00am are Saturday.

All riders are reminded that they must bring their license to Registration and when scanned confirm the details of their entry.

Transponders
All classes except Sprockets will require a transponder.  These will be fitted after the rider has registered.  It is important that bikes are taken through the transponder fitting station to make sure the transponder is working correctly.  

Riders that are competing in two classes will require two transponders.  If you own a transponder and are riding two classes you will need to hire the second transponder for your second class. 

If you are sharing a bike with another rider you must notify Registration in advance licences@bmxv.com.au .

Tent Sites

Points scoring for the Country Cup

The Country Cup will be awarded to the highest points scorer from the AA Men and the 14+ Women over the two days of racing.  The points scoring system is attached.

Awards

Awards for Challenge & Cruiser classes will be 1st, 2nd and 3rd, these awards and the Country Cup will be awarded to the winners in an awards ceremony approx 20 minutes after racing.

Pay back for 30+ Masters will be $20 per rider entered.

Prize money for the 14+ Women, A & AA men will be a prize pool of $1500 per day.

Race Plates

All bikes must display their race number on a regulation number plate with the correct background and number colour.
